The Service

Housing Staff often refer residents to
the service, however, individuals may
also refer themselves. Once accepted,
the Floating Support Team will work
with residents to create a support plan
tailored to their own individual needs.
Information in the Support Plan is
private and confidential and will not be
disclosed to any 3rd party without
consent.

Support may be provided in the
resident’s own home or in any other
venue agreed between the residents
and their support worker.

We work with residents to identify
areas of concern and facilitate the
development of the skills and
knowledge necessary to enable them to
deal with those issues for themselves.
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Typically these concerns include issues
associated with any of the following:

● Benefits

● Low income

● Debt

● Correspondence/form filling

● Rent/Council Tax arrears

● Payment of rent/bills

● Community Grant/Social Fund
applications

● Money Management/Budgeting

● Household tasks

● Furnishing/Decorating

● Managing the tenancy

● Neighbour relations

● Social isolation

● Education/Employment/Training

● Drug/Alcohol misuse or
dependency

● Mental Health
