HOUSEHOLD
CLEANING
T IPS

Air Freshener
Place one teaspoon baking
powder soda in a spray bottle and
add too it 2 tablespoons of white
vinegar and two cups of clean
water.  After the foaming has
stopped replace the spray top and
shake well.

Ant Repellant
Wipe down the effected area with
a solution of half vinegar and half
water to keep ants at bay.

Windows, Mirrors and Glass

To clean glass add two
tablespoons of vinegar to a small
bucket of warm water.  To finish off
buff the surface with a clean dry
cloth.

Carpet Shampoo
Add one cup of vinegar to 5 litres
of warm water.  Clean the carpet
with a soft brush dipped in the
solution.  In case the carpet
colours are not fast; always test on
an inconspicuous area of the
carpet before using.
